12 Bar Blues in A

As the most popular lessons this year seem to have been the two blues tunes, here is a little 12 bar blues to finish this years lessons on. Don’t let the shortness of the tune mislead you. The idea of the exercise is to learn to play a thumping rhythm with your thumb. If you rest your RH palm lightly on the bridge you will be able to damp the bass a bit and with practise get that nice rhythmic feel that the really great blues players produce.
